Facts about the transmission expansion projects:

The need for a robust transmission system has been identified by federal and state
officials and industry experts as critical to meeting the growing needs of consumers
as well as evolving energy policies. Yet, for a number of reasons, significant regional
investment has been lacking for almost two decades. PacifiCorp and Rocky Mountain Power,
however, is taking the lead and moving forward to invest more than $6 bdlmnstruct
approximately 2,000 miles of new higioltage transmission lines. The investment in new
transmission lines will help the company meet the growing electrical needs of its customers
while easing transmission congestion and improving the floveofrecity throughout the
region.
